	1. Verbal behavior:

Instructor says “do this”

and

Social stimulus involving some motor movement


	Non-verbal behavior

Controlled partially by verbal stimulus (part Listener response)

Controlled partially by verbal stimulus (part imitation)

	2. Sensory stimulus serves as  discriminative stimulus.

Seeing, hearing, feeling, touching, tasting, smelling.

(Instructor holds up a picture of a cookie)

Verbal Stimulus

(Instructor says “what do you eat?”)
	Verbal Behavior

“cookie”

Controlled partially by sensory stimulus (part tact)

Controlled partially by verbal stimulus (part intraverbal)
