Negation – When the learner is presented with a set of items in which all except one of the items belongs to a particular class of items, the learner will be able to name the item which does not belong with that particular set.

1. That the stimuli that evoke the response is the discrimination of the absence of sameness in properties of the items.  

2. That the targeted response is evoked in similar situations, with different people, and in many different places. 

3. That the learner begins to spontaneously use negation.

	Prerequisite Skills: 

Broad tact repertoire (100+ items, actions, features, categories, adjectives)
Tacting yes and no 

	Considerations: 
·  Teach only with items that are fluent tacts
· During teaching have student tact all items with yes/no before asking “which one does not belong?” 
· To error correct go back to tacting all items with yes/no
